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Preface

The number of foreigners living in Korea is approaching 2 million now, and an
increasing number of foreigners around the world wish to learn Korean and about Korean
culture. As of late 2017, the number of foreign students who learn Korean as a second
foreign language reached 115,000 in 26 countries and the number taking TOPIK has been
increasing drastically. More than 290,000 foreigners took TOPIK in 2017, and the number is
projected to increase to over 300,000 in 2018.

There are so many learners studying Korean and taking TOPIK to evaluate their
Korean proficiency, but achieving a good score is not as easy as they may have expected.
The reason is that learners need to fully understand TOPIK patterns and the intention
behind the questions in order to get the correct answers. We understood their frustrations
and wanted to help them, so we published Complete Guide to the TOPIK in 2009 and
this newly revised edition Compete Guide to the TOPIK — New Edition to reflect the newly
changed TOPIK patterns in 2014.

First, new questions are arranged by type and necessary grammar structures, and
vocabulary words are organized while guiding students step by step in how to find the
answers. Next, listening and reading practice tests and mock tests are provided in order for
students to simulate the conditions of the actual test. Furthermore, the book helps learners
gain an accurate understanding of the questions and assists them in preparation for TOPIK
through more enhanced strategic solutions and explanations. Finally, the book is useful not
only for preparing for TOPIK but also for improving Korean speaking proficiently as learners
can incorporate what they learn from the book into their daily lives.
