Korean characters are called Hangeul. Like the letters of the alphabet that are used to write in English,
Hangeul is the system of the characters used to write in Korean. For this reason, there are some people who
say that Hangeul is the Korean alphabet.

Hangeul was created by Sejong the Great, the fourth king of the Joseon Dynasty, who studied with
several scholars for a long time in order to create the Korean alphabets. In 1443, King Sejong made
Hangeul and called it £21&S (Hunminjeongeum), which means “the correct sounds to teach the people.”
Hunminjeongeum is now called Hangeul. Before Hangeul was created, it was spoken in Korean and
characters borrowed from Chinese were used to write; therefore, the general public could speak Korean but
could not write it. King Sejong completed the creation of Hangeul in 1443, but the usage of Hangeul was first
tested for three years before being promulgated to the public in 1446. In this way, Hangeul was created, and
the people became able to express their own thoughts in writing. Hangeul consists of 14 basic consonants
and 10 basic vowels, and the remaining characters were made based on these fundamental consonants and
vowels.

There are a total of 19 consonants, including 14 basic consonants and 5 double consonants. The basic
consonants were made by imitating the shape of the vocal organs (lips, tongue, and throat) to create 1, L,
o, A, and © and by adding strokes to these shapes, and the double consonants were made by writing the
same letters side by side.

To make the vowels of
Hangeul, , —, | were each made after the round shape of the sky, the flat shape of land, and the figure of a
standing person, and these shapes were combined to make |, {, L, and -—.

In addition, Korean vowels are divided into positive and negative vowels. The positive vowels are |, f,
-1, and 1 and the negative vowels are {, 4, -, and . Positive vowels give a bright feeling, and negative
vowels give a dark feeling. Furthermore, vowels have the features that positive (+) vowels combine with
positive vowels, and negative (-) vowels combine with negative vowels. This is related to the phenomenon of
vowel harmony, one of the rules of pronunciation.

One vowel alone can make a sound, and unlike consonants, vowels do not have their own name; they
are simply called by the sounds they make. When writing a syllable with only one vowel, it must be written
together with ©, and in this instance, © does not make a sound.

When pronouncing monophthongs, they can be divided into front vowels such as |, 4, and |{, where the
highest point of the tongue is at the front of the mouth, and back vowels such as —, {, |}, T, and _L, where
the highest point of the tongue is at the back of the mouth. In addition, they can be divided into high vowels
such as |, —, and T, where the mouth is opened a little and the tongue’s location is high; mid vowels such
as 1|, 1, and L, where the mouth is opened more and the tongue’s location is in the middle; and low vowels
such as |{, and |, where the mouth is opened widely and the tongue’s location is low.

Written Korean syllables are divided into 4 types. Korean syllables have a basic form of “initial sound +
middle sound + final sound,” with the first consonant being the initial sound, a vowel being the middle sound,
and the second written consonant being the final sound. The final sound is called a 23! (final consonant).
Some Korean syllables do not have an initial sound, and some syllables do not have a final consonant. The 4
types of Korean syllables are as follows.
